	Feeds on a range of umbelliferous plants

	Brindled Pug
	Common throughout.
	First record for ST 27.

Food plants are Oaks and Hawthorns.

	Cameraria ohridella
	Naturalising.
	First record for ST27. This is the notorious Horse Chestnut Leaf-miner that is spreading rapidly through the Horse Chestnut population in England and Wales.  First discovered in 2002 in Wimbledon.

	Common Quaker
	Common throughout.
	Polyphagous.  I expect to see a quite number of these at every trapping at this time of year

	Early Thorn
	Common throughout
	First record for ST27.  The Thorns are very distinctive as the only group of moths that hold their wings up at rest like butterflies.

	Eriocrania subpurpurella
	Common throughout.
	First record for ST27.  Food plant Oaks.

	Golden-rod Pug
	Local*, mainly in western areas of England and Wales
	First record for ST27 10km grid square.

Food plant ragworts and Goldenrod

	Hebrew Character
	Common throughout
	Polyphagous.  Again, these turn up at almost every trapping session at this time of year.

	Lunar Marbled Brown
	Common south and central (but also common in lowland part s of S Wales!).
	First record for ST27.
